1.)  GAME RULES: The game will be governed by P.I.A.A. and CYO Athletic Ministry Handbook Rules.

2.)  ROSTERS:  Only players from original Season Roster may participate.

3.)  TIE GAMES (All Games up through Semi-Finals) 

     A.) There is to be a five minute break between regulation play and overtime.

     B.) The tap off is decided by a coin flip.  The team listed lower on the bracket will 
make the call on the coin flip.

     C.) The overtime will be 20 minutes long.  After the first 10 minutes the teams will 

           switch ends.  The game ends on the first goal scored (Golden Goal).

      D.)  If Still Tied - Penalty Kicks
            1. Each team will take five (5) penalty kicks on an alternating basis.

            2. Any five (5) different players (including the goalie and substitutes) may take a 
penalty shot.  Each player may take only one penalty shot.

            3. If succeeding rounds of penalty shots are necessary, all players are eligible for 


each round but they are again limited to one kick per round.

            4 . After the first two rounds of five penalty kicks for each team, the game will end on any alternating kick in which one team scores and the other team fails to score.

4.)  TIE GAME  (Archdiocesan Finals only)
      A.) There is to be a five minute break between regulation play and overtime.

      B.) The tap off is decided by a coin flip.  The team listed lower on the bracket will 
make the call on the coin flip.

      C.) The overtime will be 20 minutes long.  After the first 10 minutes the teams will 

            switch ends.  The entire overtime will be played (No Sudden Victory).

      D.)  If the game is still tied, then the teams will be declared Co-Champions.

5.)  REFEREE FEES- $40.00

      A.) Fees will be paid by each team prior to the start of the game in the amount of $35.00 for all games before the Quarter Finals. There will be two (2) referees per game.

B.) CYO Central will pay for referees at the Quarter Finals, Semi-Finals and  

       Championship Games.

6.) 
RED CARDS: 

Referee will stop game and eject the player (or coach) and no substitute will be

            allowed for this player.  The Field Director must contact the Archdiocesan Soccer

Coordinator (Brian Hanlon 215-840-3006) immediately.  Further suspensions will comply with the Code of Conduct in the Athletic Ministry Handbook.

CASTS:

No player will be allowed to play with any cast or splint, whether padded or not.

UNIFORMS:

     A.)  All teams must have matching uniforms (shirts, shorts and socks) with numbers 
on the back (no duplicate numbers).  

     B.)  Any number of players may wear sweatshirts under their uniform shirt.  The 

 sweatshirt does not have to match in color.  Referee may determine if sweatshirt is too close in color to opponent’s uniform shirt.
     C.)  Any number of players may wear sweatpants under their shorts but, they must 

             match the main color of the shorts.

Team Trophies and Individual Medals will be awarded to the Champion and 

            Runner-up teams.
